18th, the first year dairy 

judging team members 

made their annual pilgrim-

age to Vernon County, 

Wisconsin for the Acceler-

ated Genetics Intercolle-

giate Judging Contest. Team 

members consisted of 

Frank Behling, Caitlyn 

Lynch, Chelsea Brander, 

Hayden Hauschildt and 

Jacob Brey. Ted Halbach 

and Brian Kelroy coached 

the team throughout the 

fall. In a very stiff contest 

the team placed 5th out of 

16 overall, just 24 points 

behind 1st place Iowa State. 

UW-Madison was 2nd high 

team in oral reasons, be-

hind impressive total scores 

by Chelsea Brander (230), 

Jacob Brey (228), and Hay-

den Hauschildt (227). Fur-

thermore, UW-Madison 

was high team in Milking 

Shorthorns and 2nd high 

team in Guernseys. 

 Individual high-

lights of the day included 

Chelsea Brander placing 3rd 

overall in reasons and 2nd in 

Guernseys. Hayden 

Hauschildt placed 5th in 

reasons and 1st individual in 

Milking Shorthorns. Fur-

thermore, Jacob Brey was 

3rd high individual overall, 

4th in reasons, 1st individual 

in Brown Swiss, and 4th high 

in Jerseys. Afterwards, 

coach Halbach was ex-

tremely pleased with how 

all of the team members 

did, especially in oral rea-

sons. 

 Brian led the team 

by placing 8th high individ-

ual, 12th in reasons which 

was just 16 points shy of 

first place.  Finishing just 

one point behind was Miss 

Holschbach who grabbed 

9th place individual honors.  

Chelsea was also the 8th 

place individual in oral rea-

son, 5th in Guernseys, and 

8th in Brown Swiss. Ben 

rounded out the placing 

portion of the team nabbing 

13th. The person along for 

the ride was Ty 

Hildebrandt. 

 University of Min-

nesota won the contest, 

followed by Virginia Tech 

and Cal-Poly State. Fol-

lowed by Madison who as a 

team was: 4th High Team 

Overall, 3rd in Ayrshires, 3rd 

in Brown Swiss, 3rd in 

Guernseys, 4th in Holsteins, 

5th in Jerseys, and 3rd in 

Oral Reasons.

National Intercollegiate Judging Contest

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 The UW-Madison 

Dairy Judging Team took high 

honors at the 90th Intercolle-

giate Dairy Cattle Judging Con-

test held during World Dairy 

Expo. Leading the team was 

Brian Coyne, who won the 

overall contest with the highest 

individual score ever with 876 

points. Chelsea Holschbach 

took second high individual 

overall. She also received the 

first ever Dr. Dave P. Dickson 

award for winning oral reasons 

overall with 286 points. The 

team consisting of Coyne, 

Holschbach, Ben Sarbacker and 

Kelly Sime, won overall by 11 

points with the University of 

Minnesota placing second. The 

teamõs overall scores is the 

third highest score in the his-

tory of the contest.  

 UW-Madison also 

placed first in four breeds, win-

ning Red and White Holsteins, 

Ayrshires, Milking Shorthorn 

and Brown Swiss and placed 

second in oral reasons overall. 

Sarbacker and Sime placed 13th 

and 23rd respectively, having all 

four judges earn All-American 

honors.  Ted Halbach and Brian 

Kelroy coached the UW-

Madison team.  

Brown Swiss contest with indi-

vidual scores of 4th, 6th, and 7th 

place. They also finished 7th in 

Jerseys and 7th in Holsteins.
